TRUTHFULNESS SCALE:LOW RISK RANGE RISK PERCENTILE:39
This i1s an accurate Pl profile and other Pl scale scores are accurate.
This individual responded to the test items In a non-defensive, coop-
erative and truthful manner. Denial and distortion are minimal. This
person has adequate reading skills and was truthful. The Truthfulness
Scale i1s designed to identify self-protective, recalcitrant and guard-
ed people who minimize or even try to conceal self-report information.

VIOLENCE SCALE:MAXIMUM RISK RANGE RISK PERCENTILE:91
Violent tendencies are indicated and a pattern of violence may be well
established.

ALCOHOL SCALE:MEDIUM RISK RANGE RISK PERCENTILE:68
Alcohol (beer, wine or liquor) use or possible abuse is present. Fre-
quent drinking, weekend abuse or binge (episodic) drinking could indi-
cate a potential problem. RECOMMENDATIONS: Important areas of 1inquiry
include history and pattern of drinking. Prior alcohol-related
offenses would upgrade risk considerably. ITf alcohol risk is upgraded,
options include: alcohol-oriented educational program, Alcoholics
Anonymous (AA), or possibly counseling. With regard to the Alcohol
Scale, this i1s a medium risk score.

DRUGS SCALE:MEDIUM RISK RANGE RISK PERCENTILE:69
An established pattern of drug use or abuse is not evident, however,
there may be a "proneness™ toward drug use or abuse. Drug use may be
experimental or historical. RECOMMENDATIONS: Important areas of 1in-
quiry include the client®s history and pattern of drug use. Participa-
tion in Narcotics Anonymous (NA), Cocaine Anonymous (CA) or a drug-
oriented educational program might be helpful. With regard to the
Drugs Scale, this is a medium risk score.

DISTRESS SCALE:PROBLEM RISK RANGE RISK PERCENTILE:79

ssion and represents the most common reason for seeking counseling.
